The Health Department will only examine land survey lot proposals < 5 acres.

Criteria:

1. Newly created residential building lots < 5 acres in size, and/or

2. Existing residential building lots that will be reduced in size and will have a final acreage < & acres, and/or

3. Non-building lot/add-ons < 5 acres where the ground is taken from a large lot that will remain > 5 acres. (The Health
Department will not be directly examining existing lots that are increasing in size.)

Other:

o Lots to be serviced by public sewer do not need to be evaluated by the Health Department; however, you will still need
to get approval from the applicable sewer authority and the applicable zoning authority.

e Commercial lots that will not be serviced by public sewer need to be evaluated by the OEPA-SWDO.

The Health Department may, at any reasonable
time, inspect any household sewage treatment system or part thereof, sample the effluent, or take any other steps which may be
necessary to insure proper compliance with Sidney-Shelby County Health Department Sewage Treatment System Regulations.
Sewage system review may involve additional work to be done, paperwork o be filed, and may incur additional fees and/or costs
to be paid.

3. If an application is submitted for an environmental service and the applicant later requests a withdraw of the service, 25% of the
program fee will be retained by the department as an environmental health adminisirative fee.

New Building Lot and Subdivision Evaluation Requirements
Sidney-Shelby County Health Department
Site Preparation and Instructions

You must complete the Land Survey Evaluation application on the front of this page for any lot split.

The lot split or subdivision plot map shall include at least: the acreage of each proposed lot, length and width dimensions
of each lot, and the total land area of the proposed subdivision including areas within easements and right-of-ways.

Read the attached “Important Sewage System Info for Shelby County as of 8-8-07" to determine which lots are eligible for
the Grace Period option (which uses Pre-1/1/2007 Sewage Treatment System Rules) or are not eligible and must use the
Post-1/1/2007 Sewage Treatment System Regulations.

The following is required for Completely New land surveys, but not required of Grace Period lots:
(Contour lines, soil evaluations, sewage system areas, and drainage tiles/easements, must either be on the original
survey or attached and recorded as supplementary info.)

a) The individual lot drawings shall be to scale and show proposed lot lines with detail on site conditions including
vegetation, topographic contour lines in 1-foot increments of at least 1 acre of the proposed lot that encompasses the
2 soil locations detailed below, and drainage features.

b) The individual lot drawings shall also include detailed site and soil profile descriptions of at least 2 locations/ areas of
at least % acra each in size an each propesed lot that have been evaluated and determined to have the capacity for
the treatment and/or dispersal of sewage from the proposed 1, 2, or 3 family dwelling. (This work is to be completed
by a professional soil scientist capable of properly conducting site and soil investigations and accurately recording the
required information. Demonsiration of competency may include, but is not limited to, certification by the Association
of Ohio Soil Pedologists or the American Society of Agronomy’s ARCPACS certification program.)

c) The footprint area(s) for the sewage system(s) shall be shown, including adequate length parallel to the land contour
to accommodate the soil and linear loading rates for the conditions recorded. (A four-bedroom sewage system design
shall be used for calculations, unless house plans are established, then the actual number of bedrooms in the plans
shall be used.)

d) A curtain drain collector tile with easement shall be present on the lot and recorded on the survey, for all lots which
will be using a curtain drain with the sewage system. (This will be required on all lots which will be installing leaching,
on all lots installing mounds with <12” of in-situ soil to the limiting condition, and on all lots using pretreatment
devices with <12’ of vertical separation from the infiltrative surface of the sewage system to the limiting cendition.)

e} The following details shall be included:

1) Site descriptions shall include landscape position, slope, vegetation, drainage features, rock outcrops, erosion,
and other natural features.

2) Soil profile descriptions shall include color, texture, structure, consistence, and the depth of each soil horizon or
layer and characterization of all limiting conditions using USDA NRCS nomenclature all shall be recorded on the
standard form attached.

3) Documentation of any relevant surface hydrology, geologic and hydrogeologic risk factors for the specific site in
the surrounding area that may indicate vulnerability for surface water and ground water contamination.

4) Designation of any areas on the proposed lot with conditions that would prohibit the siting of a sewage treatment
system in that area.

5) Designation of any areas identified as flood ways or within the 100-year flood plain.

6) Designation of any wetlands on the lot(s).

7) Designation of any private or public water system sanitary isolation area within proposed lot(s).

The location of the closest public sewer to the proposed lot or subdivision (distance in feet, yards, miles). A letter may be
required fram the purveyor of that public sewer stating that the proposed lot or subdivision will not be allowed to connect
or is not accessible to the sewer based upon the distance of the public sewer from the proposed lot or subdivision.
Subdivisions with 25 or more lots must be reviewed by CEPA to determine sewer accessibility and written documentation
must be provided.

All lot corners and the centerline of any proposed roadway shall be staked and readily identified. Lot stakes shall be
flagged and easily visible.

The vegetative cover on the lot, i.e. high weeds, corn, soybeans, etc. must not exceed 12 inches in height or the property
cannot be reviewed. If the lot(s) are heavily wooded, you may be asked to cut trails on the lot(s}) to allow us to review the
topography of the lot(s).

Upon receipt of the application, the lot split or subdivision drawing, and the scaled drawings and information for each lot,
the Sidney-Shelby County Health Department shall notify the applicant in writing if any portion of the application is
incomplete. If it is determined that the application and relevant drawings are complete, the Sidney-Shelby County Health
Department will complete its verification review of the site and soil information submitted for each lot within thirty calendar
days of receipt of the application.

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Policy and Procedures for HSTS Evaluation/Inspection .

The following are policies and procedures for the evaluation of existing private sewage systems as it relates to
presale evaluations for real estate transfers, land surveys involving a lot split with a existing dwelling, and for
section “C” site evaluations when a sewage application is submitted. This is a guide only and may not fit every
situation that arises on an evaluation.

HSTS Section “C”, and Land Survey Lot Split with Existing Dwelling evaluations

The purpose of these evaluations is to make sure the development or new lot will not impact on the existing
sewage system or sewage system replacement area and to ensure that the sewage system is not creating a
nuisance. The development or new lot line must be at least ten feet from the sewage areas. This procedure will
vary in implementation depending on the system type. The more common system configurations and the
evaluation procedure for each are as follows:

1. A septic tank only with no permit on file with the Health Department:
The homeowner or designated agent will have to provide proof of a secondary treatment mechanism. If no
secondary treatment mechanism is found, then the system will be required to be upgraded.

2. A septic tank and sub-surface sand filter (permit on file):
The effluent being discharged from the sand filter needs to be inspected for
quality. A riser must be in place or installed on the outlet tile of the sand filter.

3. A septic tank and leach field or bed and curtain drain (permit on file):
The effluent level in the septic tank and distribution box can be checked to make sure the leach field or bed
is not backed-up. The curtain drain needs to be checked to make sure no sewage water is draining into the
tile. The leaching area needs to be probed and walked to see if there is any surfacing sewage water. A dye
test may need to be conducted if there is a question to whether or not sewage water is discharging off-lot.
If no curtain drain exists, additional checking may be required to ensure no sewage water is discharging
off-lot. (check for any connections made to leaching via gravel trench or tile)

4. An aeration system:
The system should be checked to make sure it's functioning as designed and discharging a quality effluent.
(see aeration inspection sheet)

5. Mound system:
Reference editions 9.14 and 15.24 of “Design and Construction Manual for Wisconsin Mounds” or the
OSU Extension Bulletins 813 and 829.

Note: The HSTS Section “C” evaluation application and fee requirement is waived if the HSTS was
inspected within the past 18 months by a real estate evaluation, HSTS final inspection, one year inspection,
or operational permit inspection. Only a site plan needs to be submitted to show that the proposed
development will not impact the HSTS or HSTS replacement area.

Real Estate evaluation

The purpose of this evaluation is to ensure that the sewage system is not creating a nuisance and functioning as
designed. The procedure for this evaluation is the same as section “C* and lot split evaluations except that it is
mandatory for all system components to be in place. Risers to grade with lids must be installed over the inlet and
outlet access manholes of the septic tank and over the distribution box. An inspection port must be in place or
installed over the curtain drain for a leach field or a subsurface sand filter drain prior to connection to the outlet
tile. The baffles of the septic tank must be checked to make sure they are intact. The house plumbing must be
checked to make sure all wastewater drains go to the sewage system. The tank must be pumped out after the
initial evaluation unless it has been pumped out in the past 2 years (proof must be provided). A dye test may be
needed if there is uncertainty on whether or not untreated sewage effluent is discharging off-lot.

The Board of Health shall issue a permit when the pertinent information indicates
that the provisions of Sidney-Shelby County Sewage Treatment System Rules can
be met. The Board of Health may specify terms on the permit governing the
installation, alteration and operation of the sewage treatment system.

The Board of Health shall deny a permit if the information on the application is
incomplete, inaccurate or indicates that the provisions of the Sidney-Shelby
County Sewage Treatment System Rules cannot be met.

An installation permit shall remain in force until completion of the sewage
treatment system or for one year from the date of issuance, whichever occurs first.
The permit may be revoked or suspended by the Board of Health. An operation
permit shall remain in force until it expires, is revoked or suspended by the Board
of Health.

The installation and operation of the sewage treatment system or any part thereof
shall conform to the requirements the Sidney-Shelby County Sewage Treatment
System Rules and the terms of the permit as required by the Board of Health.

The Sidney-Shelby County Board of Health will bring into compliance any sewage
treatment system that is creating a nuisance.

The granting of a permit by the Sidney-Shelby County Board of Health does not
constitute expressed or implied agreement, that, if constructed or modified in
accordance with the final site plan, preliminary application or installation permit,
the described home sewage treatment system will operate in compliance with
Sidney-Shelby County Board of Health Regulations.

@ Existing Approvals and Existing Sewage Treatment Systems

All lots approved by the Sidney-Shelby County Combined Health District prior to
January 1, 2007 and previously covered by the “grace” period established by the
2007 State of Ohio Sewage Treatment System Rules and authorized by the Board
of Health by resolution 06-2 in November 2006 (see appendix “B”), shall remain
approved for development unless subsequent rules stating otherwise are placed
into effect. These lots shall be developed utilizing the rules of the Sidney-Shelby
County Combined Health District that were in effect in December of 2006. All
existing lots that are already developed with a 1, 2, or 3 family dwelling that are in
need of a system treatment system alteration or replacement due to system failure
are also hereby placed under this grace period to install leach field type sewage
systems as long as they meet the standards of Sidney-Shelby County Sewage
Regulations that were in effect in December of 2006. Specifications for design
and review of systems under the grace period shall comply with the Sidney-Shelby
County Sewage Regulations that were in effect in December 2006.

An existing sewage treatment system shall not be operated in any manner other
than the manner in which it was originally designed unless written approval for
such modified use is first obtained from the Sidney-Shelby County Combined
